The wine and food tour to South Africa takes the traveller on an exploration of this young wine
country’s best wineries. South Africa is rapidly developing into one of the New World’s most
dynamic and exciting wine producers. The tour will explore both the classic wine regions of
Stellenbosch and Franschhoek as well as the new and emerging coastal region, including Hermanus
and Walker Bay, on the beautiful south coast. Included on the program are tours of the city of Cape
Town, with Table Mountain, the Cape Peninsula and the Cape of Good Hope. The South African
wines will also be featured on several top-class gastronomic meals at the wineries. The tour takes
place starting February 24 and ending on March 6, 2017 and is priced at 3100 euro (approx. USD
3495).

Both tours are guided and managed by Britt Karlsson, a leading award winning international wine
writer, published for example on Forbes.com and BKWine Magazine, with extensive personal
contacts with winemakers in these New World wine countries, which will give the traveller exclusive
access to many winemakers.
